Home Made Theater continues their 27th season with Agatha Christie’s AND THEN THERE WERE NONE at the Spa Little Theater in the Saratoga Spa State Park. The show runs weekends February 10th through February 26th. 
Agatha Christie is the grand mistress of the “whodunit.”  AND THEN THERE WERE NONE is one of her best.
