WOMEN IN MY LIFE,  A New Musical, OPENS THIS WEEKEND IN SALEM

Former CBS6 news anchor Jerry Gretzinger opens this weekend for a two-week run (July 11-20) on the Fort Salem Mainstage in the new musical, Women in My Life, written by the Fort’s artistic director, Jay Kerr. Co-starring as the back-up group with Gretzinger, who plays a fading singing star, are Susan Cicarelli Caputo as his ex-wife, Heather-Liz Copps as his ex-girl-friend, and Erin Weaver as his current love, to whom he finds it genetically impossible to commit.

Gretzinger has played musical leads for years in the Capital Region, and since 2009 been one of Fort Salem’s Singing Anchors, with WNYT’s Jessica Layton and Benita Zahn.

Loosely based on Kerr’s own midlife crisis and somewhat paralleling events in Gretzinger’s life, Women in My Life takes an amusing look at the Oblivious Male as he is pursued and abandoned by adoring women. Because the women force themselves to examine their own actions as well as those of their man, they manage to grow while the man keeps making the same mistakes. Kerr’s book and lyrics treat humorous issues with a smile, and serious ones with an even wider smile, a style with which Fort fans have become familiar in his annual collaborations with Al Budde, including Corn!, Senior Moments, Significant Others, and Winning the Lottery.
