Roles to be cast are as follows:

Stage Manager (w) – throughout the play she is God or at least thinks she is. 

Adam (m) – an attractive, innocent, wide-eyed fellow in his twenties. This role requires partial nudity.

Steve (m) – a handsome guy in his twenties, good natured but firm in his opinions. Steve is more grounded than Adam.  This role requires partial nudity.

Jane (w) – a hefty, proudly and impressively butch woman in her late twenties to early thirties. Jane is boisterous and tough-minded, with a short fuse.  She is also very warm-hearted and generous, earthy and wonderfully sane.

Mabel (w) – a thin, quivering, sprite-like waif in her twenties, who always responds emotionally to any situation; she is tremulous, hopeful and sympathetic to everyone.

Actor #1 (m) –  play twenties to thirties.  Character actor to cover six roles.

Actor #2 (m) –  play twenties.  Character actor to cover seven roles. (partial nudity)
Actress #1 (w) – play thirties. Character actress to cover six roles.

Actress #2 (w) – play twenties. Character actress to cover five roles.
