Rene Gallimard:  Late 30’s – 50’s; French ‘Diplomat’; Must be sympathetic; Not unattractive, but more of a middle aged character more than a romantic lead; Must be convincing as the sort of man who is not very sexually experienced, and somewhat awkward and vulnerable until we see him gain confidence; Must have wit and sense of irony but also emotional depth; European sense, not American.

Song Lilang: Male; Late 20’s – mid 30’s; Asian; must be able to portray a convincing woman; must move well; must be able to sing death song from MADAME BUTTERFLY convincingly but not classically; Experience in Japanese and Beijing Opera movement preferable; Full nudity required(not at audition); Intelligent, witty, sensual, charming, both strong and vulnerable; must be able to exhibit a sensuality and allure that is seductive and mysterious; by the end of the must be able to be aggressive, arrogant and in stark contrast to the illusion of the female Song, a cheap hustler.  

Comrade Chin: Female; Asian; mid 20’s – mid 30’s; versatile actor who can be tough with a military bearing and flexible enough to be a member of the Peking Opera; dance background preferred; additional roles – Suzuki, Shu Fang, Ensemble (Party Guest, Opera Performer, Maoist)

Renee: Female. Early 20s. Danish college student studying in China. Confident, smart, attractive, articulate and direct, the epitomy of a 1960's feminist student. Stark contrast to the 'submisssive' female stereotype that Gallimard is otherwise drawn to in Song. Will also play additional ensemble roles (Party Guest, Opera performer / Maoist)


Helga: Female. 40s. Rene Gallimard’s wife. An Ambassardor’s daughter. Educated, cultured, witty and attractive. Older than Rene. Will also play additional ensemble roles (Party Guest, Opera performer / Maoist)

Toulon: Male. Late 40’s – 50s. French Diplomat in China. Reserved, distinguished, authoritative, conservative politician. Will also play additional cameo roles: / Man #1 / Judge / Ensemble (Party Guest, Opera performer / Maoist)


Marc: Late 30’s – mid 40’s. Rene Gallimard’s best friend. A playboy. Funny, outgoing, very attractive, direct and confident. An aging ‘frat boy’. Will also play additional cameo roles: Man #2 / Sharpless / Ensemble (Party Guest, Opera performer / Maoist)
