What a Glorious Feeling  by Jay Berkow. Directed by the author. Choreographer: Christopher Patterson. Music Director: Kenney Green. Co-production with Depot Theatre of Westport, NY.
1st rehearsal: June 8, 2010 (NYC). Glens Falls run: June 23 – July 3. Westport NY run: July 8 – 18.

Play with music and dance. Eight songs. 

Theatres’ casting note: “All … sing and dance … Roles require actors first / dancers second … callbacks [will be used] to investigate dancing ability.”

Gene Kelly:  40. The iconic dancer/actor, motion picture star and innovative film director. A perfectionist and a control obsessive. Can be incredibly charming, but can also be demanding and brutally honest. He has recently won an Oscar® for “An American in Paris”, and is now developing what he truly believes will be the greatest musical comedy ever filmed. His marriage is in turmoil, but he is a Catholic and does not plan to divorce his wife. He has been denying his passion for Jeanne for years.

Stanley Donen:  28. Young and brilliant director/choreographer in his own right; has been Gene’s associate for numerous film projects including co-directing “On the Town” with Gene. Has recently completed his first film as solo director, “Royal Wedding” with Fred Astaire. Stanley resents what he views as the credit Gene receives for his (Stanley’s) film innovations. Stanley is recently divorced from Jeanne, although he desperately wants to rekindle their romance. Stanley is a Jewish man from Columbia, SC.

Jeanne Coyne:  29. Dance student of Gene’s from Pittsburgh; has been in love with Gene her entire adult life. Came to Hollywood to serve as his assistant choreographer and appear in several of his movies. Marries Stanley when she is forced to admit that Gene will never divorce his wife. It is a mistake. Hasn’t spoken to Stanley since the divorce. Strong woman with a clear sense of self.

Arthur Freed:  58. The producer of most of the major MGM musicals of the 1940’s and 1950’s. Began his career as a Tin Pan Alley song plugger and a composer in the 20’s. Passionate about his work and his vision for the movie musical. He is also patient and calm in adversity – a paternal figure for the artists who work for him. Creating a film utilizing his trunk of songs including “Singing in the Rain” is his life dream.

Debbie Reynolds:  19. Raised as a Hollywood studio brat, Debbie is 19, bursting with energy and talent. This is her first opportunity to star in a film. She has been featured in several small roles. She is earthy, and tends to say what’s on her mind before she thinks about the consequences. She is alternately in awe of, afraid of and furious with Gene.

Brush the Summer By  by Hal Corley. Director: Mark Fleischer.

1st rehearsal: June 22. Runs July 8 – 17. Rehearses/runs in Glens Falls.

New play.

Ellen:  60s. Pretty, disillusioned Maryland divorcee. Lucid, articulate, with a faint southern lilt, crisp demeanor, and highly developed radar for pretense and BS. Feeling abandoned by both loving family and her own carefully honed principles, Ellen's quiet fury is her new calling card, one she feels is entirely justified. Though she eschews pity, Ellen can be self-dramatizing, her narcissistic anecdotes tempered by a wicked sense of humor. Yet beneath a tightly coiled, controlling exterior, she's truly bewildered – more saddened than chronically enraged – that so many people and beliefs have failed her. And if at times viciously judgmental, she's increasingly aware that her critical nature is an isolating flaw; deep down, she's inherently kinder and warmer – and, to her own surprise, even startlingly sensual.  

Perry:  50something. Robust, palpably savoring his mid-life prime. An itinerant bartender with vague Iroquois roots, his boyish grin is the centerpiece of an effortlessly winning way with women. Casually shunning materialism, affectation and restrictive morality, he lives in and for the moment, suspicious of the too-observed life. Yet he's neither purely a hedonistic 1960’s relic nor a reclusive mountain hermit. Perry has survived, not as a cynic, but as an outgoing optimist. Embraces simplicity, not shallowness. And despite a high school education and vagabond lifestyle, sophisticated Perry is very much at home in the chic resort where he works, his tuxedoed elegance entirely authentic.  Dispensing more comfort than wisdom with his cocktails, he's savvy, soulful and more genuinely empathetic than he knows. Partial (rear-only) nudity required. (No nudity at auditions.)

Murder for Two: A Killer Musical  by Joe Kinosian and Kellen Blair. Director: Tom Caruso. Music Director: Joe Kinosian.

1st rehearsal: July 6 (NYC). Runs July 22 – 31 in Glens Falls.

Theatre’s casting note: “Murder for Two: A Killer Musical is performed with two skilled piano-playing actors with tightly 'choreographed' movement around a piano. Musically, the actors need to read music well and have the ability to sing and act while playing the piano.”  

Detective Marcus Moscowicz:  Late 20s/early 30s. Slightly off-beat leading man-type. Buttoned-up and structured, but also goofy and a little nerdy. Appealing, optimistic, charming; a sensitive guy. Actor must read music well and have the ability to sing and act while playing the piano. Baritenor with solid falsetto.


The Suspects:  Seeking one comedic male or female actor to play a variety of wacky characters (late 20s – early 40s). Characters include a not-so-grieving Widow; a pretentious, overdramatic Ballerina; a hyperactive Female Grad Student; a folksy local Male Psychiatrist; a spunky, scrappy Choir Boy and a bickering Old Married Couple. Actor must read music well and have the ability to sing and act while playing the piano.

The 39 Steps   Adapted by Patrick Barlow from the novel by John Buchan and movie by Alfred Hitchcock. Director TBA.

1st rehearsal: July 12. Runs July 23 – August 1 in Westport, August 5 – 15 in Glens Falls NY and August 19 – 22 in Lake Placid NY.

Spoofy take on Hitchcock's 1935 film classic. In this comedy thriller, dashing Richard Hannay is on the lam in Scotland, falsely accused of murder. He works desperately to clear his name and track down a spy ring before it is too late.


Richard Hannay:  30s – early 40s. Seeking a comedic physical actor, handsome leading man. English accent required.

Annabella Schmidt / Pamela / Margaret:  20s – 30s. Seeking a versatile, comedic, physical actress. Roles include Annabella Schmidt: Mysterious Russian beauty in the vein of Greta Garbo (Russian accent required); Pamela: Intelligent, feisty woman in the tradition of a Hitchcock leading lady (English accent required) and Margaret: Innocent Scottish farm-wife trapped in a cold and abusive marriage (Scottish accent required).

Man 1:  Track age: 20s – 30s. Seeking a versatile, comedic physical actor (plays multiple roles, male and female). Roles include Mr. Memory: West End music hall performer (Cockney accent required), Crofter: Cold, abusive husband of Margaret (Scottish accent required), Mrs. Jordan: Upper-class wife of a professor (English accent required) and Mr. McGarrigle: Dimwitted but friendly Scottish hotel owner (Scottish accent required). 

Man 2:  Track age: 30s – early 40s. Seeking a versatile, comedic physical actor (plays multiple roles, male and female). Like Man 1, Man 2 will portray a variety of roles, including the Music Hall Compere (Cockney accent required), a cheeky Milkman (Cockney accent required), Professor Jordan (an upper-class, George Sanders type who is enmeshed in espionage (English and German accents required), the Sheriff (Upper-class Scottish accent, a la Jean Brodie) and Mrs. McGarrigle, the feminine, sweet and romantic wife of Mr. McGarrigle (Scottish accent required).

THE 25TH ANNUAL PUTNAM COUNTY SPELLING BEE   Score: William Finn. Book: Rachel Sheinkin. All artistic staff TBA.

1st rehearsal: July 26. Runs August 6 – 22.

Six eccentric teenagers compete for the title of champion of the annual spelling bee, with hungry desperation, small victories, enduring triumphs, disaster and ecstasy.

The Spellers (all are teens played by adults):

Chip Tolentino:  Reigning spelling champion. Relatively athletic and social, he expects things to come easily to him. Lately though, he’s been going through some weird changes, and things are slipping out of his control.

Logainne Schwartzandgrubenniere:  Younger than most bee participants, she is driven by internal and external and external pressures --- but above all by a desire to win to make her two fathers (from whom she takes her combined last name) proud. She lisps, is a little uncomfortable in her body, has some tics, but still manages to strike a strong presence with her political awareness and keen sense of justice. Having drilled words for hours a day, she is aware of everything that passes in the room. Actress also plays Leaf's Mom: Overprotective, and doubtful of her son's abilities to stand up to the competition.

Leaf Coneybear:  A second alternate, he never expected to compete her today. Home-schooled with his many siblings, everything about this public bee is an adventure for him, from meeting the other kids to showing off his homemade clothing, to each moment of unexpected attention. He may have severe Attention Deficit Disorder, but delights in his own wandering focus. Doesn’t expect to win – or even to spell one word correctly – but he finds absolutely everything incredibly amusing. His mother has made him wear his protective helmet to the bee. Actor also plays Carl Grubenierre: One of Logainne’s fathers. Has set his heart on his little girl winning the bee, no matter what he has to do, including sabotaging William's foot. Actor also plays one of Leaf’s siblings and Jesus, who appears to Marcy in a moment of crisis.

William Barfee:  Has a host of health problems and a lot to prove. Loud and combative as a defensive posture, he is the fat kid who becomes a bully to avoid being picked on (though he often gets picked on anyway, so gets into a lot of fights). His parents are divorced, his father remarried to a much younger woman, and William does not expect kindness from anyone but his mother – so friendship takes him by surprise. Still, he’s noticed on the spelling circuit for his remarkable technique – spelling words out on the floor with his foot. Taken out of competition last year because of an ill-timed allergic reaction, he’s here for vindication. The journey he doesn’t expect is one of coming to care about someone else – when he sees outside his own needs for perhaps the first time, it shakes him fundamentally.

Marcy Park:  Asian American. The ultimate over-achiever; has never been given another option. Comes from a family in which excellence is expected, and so, simply, produced. A parochial school student, she assumes God, too, expects perfection. Sees herself as a mass of problems, but she keeps them to herself. Having moved often because of her parents’ work, she knows she can beat the local competition. Her many talents include piano, dance, martial arts, baton twirling, and/or whatever other special gifts one might possess. Actress also plays one of Leaf’s siblings.

Olive Ostrovsky:  A word-lover; has a fairly quiet life. An only child with often-absent parents; spends a lot of her time alone. Fills some of that time reading the dictionary – the words comfort her, as does the idea of the vastness of the world the book contains. During the first half of the bee, she often peers into the audience to see if her father, who is delayed at work, has made it yet. Starts enormously shy, and shyly blossoms. Actress also plays one of Leaf’s siblings.

The Adults:

Rona Lisa Perretti:  Putnam’s long-time spelling bee hostess, a local Realtor®, and former bee champion. This is the Rona’s day to be queen. From her perspective, she keeps the bee running smoothly, upholds protocol, and conveys crucial information to the audience. Her interest in the competition is unflagging and drives it forward. She thinks of this as a complex cerebral sporting event, and she wants the audience to understand every twist and turn. If anything, in her life in general, she has to minimize the importance of this event to her, embarrassed that her own championship moment remains such a highlight. A little concerned when the substitute word pronouncer arrives, she knows she has to step up her game to make the day a success. Actress also plays Olive's Mom: She is in India, but she and Olive’s Dad appear in Olive's imagination to encourage her and tell her they love her.

Vice Principal Douglas Panch:  Of Lake Hemingway Dos Passos Junior High. Frustrated with his life. Fell into education, less out of love than a general ability uncoupled to a particular passion. The drive of the young spellers is alien to him. He never found anything that important. Stuck in his current job, endlessly awaiting a promotion that isn’t coming, he was not happy to get the call this morning that he was needed to substitute. But he starts the bee eager to do well, to redeem himself for past mistakes and to impress the local hostess, Rona Lisa, who impressed him long ago.

Mitch Mahoney:  With a bouncer’s physique and demeanor, Mitch appears an odd choice to be the bee’s “comfort counselor”, but it’s part of his community service assignment. The outsider who, in a way, gets to inhabit the audience’s perspective, wonders about the wisdom of putting the kids through this at all. He has no idea how to offer comfort, but does increasingly find himself wishing he could find a way to make the kids feel better about losing, and perhaps place misspelling in wider perspective. Actor also plays Dan Schwartz: Logainne's other father. Slightly less insane than Carl, but still intent on his daughter winning the bee. Olive's Dad: He is working late, but he and Olive’s Mom appear in Olive's imagination to encourage her and tell her they love her.

THE DRAWER BOY  by Michael Healey. Director TBA.

1st rehearsal: August 16. Runs August 27 – September 5.

Miles, a young actor eager to do research for a new project, moves onto the farm of two confirmed bachelors. Stepping into a drama unlike any he’s ever experienced in theatre, Miles unearths a secret lie that has passed for truth since World War II. In the mesmerizing revelations to follow, he gains a richly rewarding perspective of how myth and memory conspire to shape two lives and an exceptional glimpse of how devotion and friendship lift the spirit and capture the heart.

Miles:  20s. Young actor/ playwright from Toronto, visiting Morgan and Angus's farm in order to research a new play. Has a Liberal Arts education, but never graduated college. Embraces the theory of communism, but is smart enough to know when to shut up about it. Theatre is his vocation and, as he understands it, his calling. His greatest theatrical strengths are observation and physical interpretation; his weaknesses, over-dramatic indulgence and taking himself too seriously. Focuses primarily on the future, until he gets excited about uncovering the past.

Morgan:  50s. Farmer in central Ontario. Served in World War II when he was in his early 20s. Accustomed to a life of hard physical labor and occasional injuries. Strong, but beginning to show his age. Focuses on today – what needs to be done on the farm or in the house. Smart in a very practical way, as it pertains to the farm and the life he knows. Has little time for flights of fancy. Can see through bullshit from a mile away. Skeptical but not cynical. Frequently gruff but rarely mean. Can be very gentle, especially with Angus who is his best friend.

Angus:  50s. Lives on the farm with Morgan. Also served in World War II, in which he received a debilitating head injury that resulted in amnesia. He only knows right now, has to be reminded each morning of who and where he is, and the names of those around him. Sometimes has excruciating headaches, but is not an invalid. Handy around the farm. Mathematically gifted – can add a long string of numbers and count the stars in the sky. Before his injury, he was talented with drawing. Has a child-like fascination with story-telling and theatre, especially the story that Morgan tells him and Miles's play based upon that story.

GOODNIGHT DESDEMONA (GOOD MORNING JULIET)  by Ann-Marie MacDonald. Director TBA.

1st rehearsal: August 30. Runs September 10 – 19.

Comedy. In her effort to decode an ancient manuscript which she believes will reveal the true source of Shakespeare's Othello and Romeo and Juliet, college professor Constance Ledbelly becomes convinced that these two classics were meant to be comedies. Overcome by scholarly enthusiasm, Constance literally falls into the ancient worlds of the plays to set them right.

Constance Ledbelly:  Mid 30s. Assistant professor at Queen's University. 

Professor Claude Night:  Mid 30s or older. Professor at Queen's University and Constance’s boss. Actor also plays Othello, Tybalt and Juliet's Nurse. 

Jill:  20s. Student at Queen's University.  Actress also plays Juliet and a Soldier of Cyprus.

Ramona:  20s or older. Sudent at Queen's University. Actress also plays Desdemona, Mercutio and a Servant.

Romeo:  20s and up. Actor also plays Chorus, Iago and a Ghost.
