Associate Membership.

Return application form along with required materials to SDCF by June 10, 2011, to be
considered for the Observership program. Application to this year's program is free to SDC
Members and Associates. A $25 application fee is required to apply for those unaffiliated with
SDC. All applicants will be invited to an Observership open house on July 12, 2011 as well as
other SDCF Programs and special SDC events throughout the year, most of which are free of
charge.
