Auditions – to be held at 1 p.m. on Sunday, January 26, 2014 –

Auditions will be from sides provided.    

Rehearsals shall be primarily on Sunday afternoons – with other rehearsals dependent on actors’ schedules. 
Description of Characters *  (Two names indicate an actor in the play within the play)
Dotty/Mrs. Clackett – A veteran actress who plays the English housekeeper in our bedroom farce “Nothing On”.  She may be from her 30’s to her 60’s.  She has invested in the production of “Nothing On” in order to accumulate something of a retirement account.    Played by such actresses as Carol Burnett and Patti Lupone.  

Garry LeJeune/Roger Tramplemain – A somewhat less seasoned actor than Dotty who plays the real estate agent/tryster in “Nothing On”.   If you are confused by the word “tryster” please first consider the word “tryst” and go from there.    He is having a “thing” with Dotty as the play opens.  Garry has a vexing habit of not finishing his sentences.  May appear 20’s to 40’s.  

Brooke Ashton/Vicki – One principal feature of this role is the requirement to spend quite a bit of time with only underwear on – albeit conservative underwear.  Garry, the real estate agent, plans to pass off the beautiful country house as his own for the purpose of some quick afternoon fun but it doesn’t turn out like that.  Vicki is the other tryster.  Brooke (the actress) on the other hand has a thing for the director.  May appear in late 20’s or 30’s.

Frederick Fellowes/Philip Brent – Veteran actor Fellowes plays the owner of the estate.  Good old Fred (actually Philip) gets involved with Dotty causing quite the ruckus with Garry.  May appear in 30’s to 60’s.  

Belinda Blair/Flavia Brent – Veteran actress and plays co-owner of the estate with Philip.  She takes offense to Dotty’s efforts toward Frederick.  Especially good at revealing Frederick’s lack of smarts. May appear in 30’s to 60’s.  

Selson Mowbray/Burglar – Older actor who plays the burglar.  Also turns out to be Vicki’s pop in the play.  Poor Selson has a bit of a problem with the bottle – has some great bits.  Should appear in 60’s or up.  

Poppy Norton-Taylor – the assistant stage manager and prop mistress who is also having an affair with the director – (see Vicki/Brooke above) – may appear in 20’s to 40’s   

Tim Allgood – Stage manager and understudy for all male roles.  May appear 20’s to 60’s.

Lloyd Dallas – our director – urbane, sophisticated, worldly, adulterous – may appear 30’s to 60’s
